DATA PROTECTION You may or may not be aware but the law on Data Protection is changing.  On 25th May 2018 the General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) will come into force.  You may have been contacted by companies and charities seeking your permission to continue to contact you via email.  These new regulations will require us as a church to evaluate all personal data that is held and published.  As a church, we are in the process of following the Methodist Church’s ‘9 Steps to Comply with GDPR’ and this may mean you do see some changes.  We may even need to ask for some signed permissions in some cases, however in others we may be able to demonstrate a ‘legitimate lawful reason’ for holding data without needing consent.  Each Committee and Group within the church will be asked to be part of a ‘data mapping’ exercise in the coming weeks and months to simply find out what data is held and by whom.  A new Privacy Policy will need to be adopted by Church Council and we may need to streamline what data is held and by whom.  Please do bear with us as we do this and if you hold any personal data on behalf of the church, please can you let Don Rolls know so we can include it in the data mapping.
