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You’ve got the time
)In September, the new Nidd Valley Methodist Circuit will be formed, and what better way to start than encouraging as many people as possible in the 14 churches to listen to the New Testament being read to them during September and October

The Bible is a book which is full of God speaking. Most of us can get quite a good sense of the message by reading it – but perhaps, as with music; we will get a lot more by hearing it. That is why this opportunity to listen to the Bible in 40 days is so brilliant.
 
The spoken word has tone, momentum and emotion, as well as content. So, as we listen to the New Testament, expect that God will come across in new ways and penetrate some of the barriers such as familiarity. 

But in listening to the New Testament in 40 days, something else will happen. We will hear the whole story unfold consecutively. Often we read a few verses (or hear them in church) now we shall have the opportunity to absorb much larger sections – as the original hearers probably would have done. Usually a letter is meant to be read through, not examined a sentence at a time, as some sermons do! Normally a biography requires us to grasp the whole story of a person’s life so that one part illuminates the others; so it is with the Gospels. 

So we can expect to find ourselves drawn into the excitement, challenge and glory of the New Testament’s story
